Scenic Drives and views  
- Gydo Pass: On the R303, north of Prince Alfred’s 
Hamlet.  Built in 1848 by Andrew Bain, Gydo Pass is 
one of the most scenic drives in the district and links 
the Warm Bokkeveld with the Koue Bokkeveld. 
Marine fossils have been found in the pass.  
 
- Michell’s Pass: Starts where the R43 and the R46 
meet before entering Ceres. Michell’s Pass was also 
built by Bain and opened in 1848. The pass was 
named after Charles Michell, surveyor-general of the 
Cape Colony.  Until the completion of the railway 
line to Kimberley in 1885, Michell’s Pass was the 
main route to the Diamond Fields in the north.  
 
- Katbakkies Pass and Skitterykloof: These 
passes gave the farmers from the Koue Bokkeveld 
access to the Ceres Karoo.  The Ceres Karoo was 
used by farmers as winter grazing for their sheep.  
The bumpy road and steep gradients gave rise to 
the names of Katbakkies and Skitterykloof, 
Skitterykloof a rather vulgar term for expressing a 
traveller’s fear when taking this route.  A large part 
of this route is gravel road. 
 
Day Hikes: 
- Christie Prins Day Hike (12km from Ceres)             
This hiking trail above Prince Alfred’s Hamlet was 
established as an Eco-tourism project by a local 
school. The route named after a famous 
conservationist in the area, has 2 circular routes:  ±2 
hours and ±4 hours. Maps & more information 
available at the Ceres Tourism office. 
 
- Waverley Hills Walk (15km from Ceres) 
This walk is a short trail up the mountain that takes 
approximately 30 minutes to walk and is suitable for 
the whole family. This marvellous mountain range is 



famous for its diverse fynbos species and forms part 
of the Cape floristic region, which is internationally 
recognised for its rich plant and animal diversity. The 
hiking trail was especially designed to give you 
some insight in this wonderful natural resource. Tel.

Private Game Reserves 
Aquila Private Game Reserve:  is named after the 
rare and endangered resident Black Eagle and 
boasts a breathtakingly beautiful  ± 10 000 hectare 
Karoo conservancy (± 24 700 acres).  Proudly, for 
the first time in 250 years one can experience a day 
or overnight safari under 2 hours from Cape Town 
where visitors can enjoy a game drive experience a 
day or overnight safari under 2 hours from Cape 
Town where visitors can enjoy a game drive 
experience amongst lions and other members of the 
majestic Big 5), where these creatures once again 
roam the Karoo mountains, valleys, rivers and 
kloofs.

Inverdoorn Private Game Reserve: is a 10 000 ha 
reserve situated in the Ceres Karoo, a scenic 1 hour 
drive from Ceres.  It hosts Buffalo, White Rhino, 
Giraffe, Zebra and a large variety of antelope 

including Kudu, Lechwe, Oryx and much more.  
There is an abundance of bird life with more than 
165 species observed.  During your game drive you 
will experience a spectacular sunset from the 
lookout point.  Day visits are allowed which include a 
game drive and lunch.

Sadawa Game Reserve:  offers a unique Tankwa 
Karoo-experience with vast landscapes, breath-
taking sunsets and indigenous fauna and flora of this 
truly majestic South African Biome.

Game that one 
can expect to see include Springbuck, Ostriches, 
Oryx, Eland and many more.  Enjoy a restful 
getaway from the hustle and bustle of city life.
