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1TSODILO HILLS

our rocky hills, including Botswana’s
Fhighest point, jut strikingly out of the

surrounding Kalahari Desert plains to form
Tsodilo,a UNESCO World Heritage Site in the
remote northwest of the country; a definite ‘must
see’ for those seeking more than wildlife from
their time in Botswana. Over 4500 rock paintings,
some dating back an estimated 26,000 years,
adorn the marshmallow coloured quartzite rocks.

The hills are sacred to the San Bushman who
utilised the caves and the spring at this site until
the late 20th century. The hike can be demanding,
but the hills have an air and allure that is difficult
to describe; perhaps they possess a draw that
appeals to something within us all.
